The Pentagram Prayer: (To be said at night before going to bed) 

First place your right hand (palm in) over your solar plexus and your left hand (palm out) on the small of 

your back. Then recite: “God is light, the angels are warmth, men are kindness. (3x) God is light within 

me, my spirit is warmth, I am kindness. (3x)” Then meditate for a few minutes before tracing the outline 

of the pentagram with your right hand, saying “May Divine Wisdom, Love, Justice, Truth, and Goodness 

reign supreme in my life and throughout the earth for the glory of God and the establishment of his 

kingdom! Amen! So be it!” After Goodness, trace a circle counterclockwise from the 2:00 line back to the 

2:00 line. 

 

 

Prayer of Self-Consecration: (To be recited first thing in the morning in addition to 0.006) 

“Come Lord God, divine Mother, Most Blessed Trinity; come all you angels and archangels, servants of 

God and of the light, all my heavenly friends; come to me. My whole being belongs to you; come and 

dwell in me, come and use me and do what you will with me for the glory of God and his kingdom on 

earth.”

Prayer for Love: (To be recited anytime)
